Posters (presented in class, July 24 & 26)
Book Review and Poster
Choose a curriculum text from the following list.  Most have been published in the last 15 years, and all have an explicitly stated philosophical orientation (other texts are possible with the permission of the instructor).  Your goal should be to choose a text that takes you out of your comfort zone, and thus makes you critically examine the beliefs you hold about teaching and learning. Each student will prepare a book review (3-5 pages written) for presentation at a book share poster session. The poster session will include either a poster describing the book or a PowerPoint slide presentation describing the book. 

Your review of the text should:

1. discuss the perspective taken by the author; 

2. summarize his or her main principles or themes (including rationales); and,

3. discuss how the author’s perspective and principles might be applied to music curricula and their study in the 21st century.

Choices:

Any book source from the Notes or References sections of either the Walker and Soltis (Curriculum and Aims) or Flinders and Thorton (Curriculum Studies Reader) texts.

Any book by one of the following authors: Theodore Sizer, Ann Leiberman, Linda Darling-Hammond, Elliott Eisner, Gloria Ladson-Billings, Ernest Boyer, John Goodlad, Michael Fullan, Seymour Sarason, Diane Ravitch, Wayne Au.
