· Description of audience and setting provides a learning context; includes information on grade level, prior knowledge of learners, subsequent knowledge/content to be learned
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	Criteria-Reference Rating Scales 

· Measures an aspect of music performance (singing or playing an instrument) or production (e.g.. composition or improvisation)

· Includes at least two dimensions (i.e., tonal, rhythm, expression, sensitivity, creativity)

· Includes written criteria describing each rating point 

· Descriptors are valid, and produce reliable scores

· Demonstrates either continuous or additive characteristics (or both)

· Rating points are equidistant and include at least 4 levels
